Information Before Conference:

· Roses are available to purchase for the banquet on Thursday. Cost will be $2.00. Money and order form should be placed in an envelope with the school’s name when the chapter registers.
· Community Service Project- Children’s Miracle Network
· Full details are on the State Leadership Conference Community Service webpage.

· We hope that all chapters are willing to participate in these activities at the State Leadership Conference. A Children's Miracle Network treasure chest will be filled with FCCLA items, a few Mardi Gras items, and healthy snacks.  All people attending SLC may purchase tickets to exchange for keys for the treasure chest at $2 a piece or three keys for $5.  Tickets will be sold at the State Leadership Conference on Wednesday in Directors 1 near the conference registration area.  Who will have the key that unlocks the treasure chest?  Find out at the treasure chest opening during the Children's Miracle Network session on Thursday afternoon at the State Leadership Conference.  All proceeds will benefit Children's Miracle Network.  FCCLA members may also get free keys by attending workshops.

David will be selling CDs and T-shirts after the Keynote Address on Wednesday night. 
 General Conference Information:

· State Officers will be available to come to your individual chapter meetings Wednesday night.  If you wish to have a state officer present, please sign up at the registration table.

· Chapter Leadership Posters will be collected at registration.

· Due to the recent renovation at the hotel. They request no posters, signs or decorations be attached to walls or doors.
· There is a pool at the resort. Students WILL NOT be allowed to use the hot tubs at the resort.

· There will be a voting delegate sign-in form in the Chapter Registration Packet.  Voting Delegates should complete the form and turn it in at the beginning of the Annual Business Meeting on Thursday morning.  This information is used for printing certificates.

· An attendance incentive card will be in registration packets for each student. After they are completed students should deposit them into the box in Wintergreen Foyer.

· Chapter President and/or Banner Representative Rehearsal:  There will be a brief meeting for the chapter presidents carrying the banners in the “Parade of Banners” on Wednesday, 3:30-4:00 pm.  Chapter presidents will remain in the Convention Hall for the start of the Opening Session.  If the chapter president is not available, a chapter representative should be designated to participate, even if they do not have a banner.

· There is a specific starting time for STAR Events Orientation and Registration.  Participants must be present at the start of this meeting or there will be point deductions!  Check your program for time and location.

· Chapters should attend the Regional Meetings at 5:15 pm on Wednesday as many awards are presented at this session. A free weekend will be awarded to an adviser in one of the regional meetings. The adviser must be present to win.
· Advisers please be sure to carry your Conference Program and remind students to carry their program at all times.
· Game Corner will be open Thursday during the dance in the Seasons 3&4.
· All student phone calls should be made from pay phones in the hotel.  Phones in student rooms will be turned off.  Use of cell phones is not permitted during sessions, meetings, workshops, STAR Events or any SLC activities.

· Banquet/Dance: The Thursday evening dance is semi-formal.  Students and advisers are to remain dressed in conference/banquet attire for the dance.  It is important that advisers escort their students to the dance.  We respectfully request that advisers and members remain at the banquet until the end of the program.  The Board of Directors request all advisers be visible during the banquet and alternate activities. They are to be good examples for the students.

· Advisers:  In order to receive Act 48 credit hours you must turn in the conference evaluation form along with the Act 48 form, at Conference Headquarters in the Wintergreen Room prior to 10:00 pm on Thursday evening.  Failure to do so will result in Act 48 hours not being recorded.
Conference Rules:

· All students must stay off balconies.

· Dress Code:  The Board of Directors will be enforcing the dress code for all conference events.  STUDENTS WILL NOT BE PERMITTED ON STAGE TO RECEIVE AWARDS IF WEARING HATS AND/OR BLUE JEANS.  REMINDER CONFERENCE ATTIRE IS EXPECTED AT ALL TIMES WHEN IN PUBLIC AREAS OF THE HOTEL.  NO EXPOSED MIDRIFFS AND/OR MINI SKIRTS, etc. Pajama bottoms, bare feet or slippers will not be permitted at any time during SLC including the dance.
Voting:

· A Voting Delegates Packet will be in the Chapter Registration packet at conference.  Give that packet to your voting delegate before his or her first meeting (2:00 pm, Wednesday.)  Note – There is no longer a separate Voting Delegates Session.  Voting Delegates will first convene with the State Officer Candidates at 2:00 pm.)

· Voting delegates will vote for state officers between 8:00 and 8:30 am Thursday in the Stag Pass Window located between the Convention and Exhibit Halls.  In order for their ballots to be valid, voting delegates must vote for three candidates.  If less than three candidates are running, you must vote for everyone on your ballot, or it will be disqualified.  They should sign in at voting and also at the Business Meeting.  Middle Level voting delegates will vote for both Middle Level and Regional candidates.

· It is very important to send a chapter member as your voting delegate to the Business Meeting.  A substitute should attend the Business Meeting if the student who has been named as the voting delegate is unable to attend due to a STAR Events conflict.

· ADVISERS from Central Regions will vote for Board of Directors positions between 8:00 – 8:30 am on Thursday morning in Stag Pass Window. If you are interested in filling these positions, contact Cathy Rummel at Halifax High School.
