SECTION 2.  QUALIFICATIONS:
e. No persons may be elected to serve for more than two years as a state officer and will serve no

more than once in any one position.
	ARTICLE V Officers

SECTION 2.  QUALIFICATIONS:
e. A person may not be elected to serve for more than two years as a state officer and no person will serve more than once in any one position.

Exception being in the event there are openings on the State Executive Council by the State Leadership Conference, a student who has already served two terms on the State Executive Council will have the opportunity to serve a third term as a state officer at large under the following conditions:

a. The student has not served a term as state president
b. The student has the required approval from the chapter adviser in consultation with the state staff.

	This will provide positive leadership for the state association in the event of state officer vacancies.
