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The FCCLA Affiliation Process
 Affiliation is the process of formally joining Family, Career and Community Leaders of America: The Ultimate Leadership Experience. It enables students to enjoy the full benefits of FCCLA involvement and builds their commitment to the chapter, while also teaching a valuable lesson in personal ethics.

Affiliation forms are available from the state association or national FCCLA. Each school year begins a new membership year. The earlier the affiliation form and dues are sent in, the sooner the adviser and members begin to receive FCCLA materials and the opportunity to participate in programs and activities. Affiliations are accepted through May 31 each year
The membership affiliation deadline for Pennsylvania FCCLA members to participate in STAR Events is November 30.

Using the name: To use the names “Family, Career and Community Leaders of America” or “FCCLA” and the emblem, the group must affiliate with the national organization through the state association. Each member who pays national dues is an FCCLA member. 

Affiliating the Chapter: Send a national affiliation form and dues payment to the address listed on your affiliation form as early as possible in the fall.

Adding members: Additional members may be added throughout the year. Each time, send in dues with an affiliation form marked “additional members.”

Checking Affiliation: If the chapter is not receiving membership benefits (Teen Times and chapter mailings) check with your school office to find out when the affiliation form and dues were mailed.  Contact the national office to confirm that your chapter’s address and affiliation information are correct in the organization’s database. National mailing lists are updated prior to mailing each issue of Teen Times magazine. 

100% Affiliation (paid memberships): One hundred percent affiliation means dues have been paid for every currently enrolled Family and Consumer Sciences student. 
Chapter Affiliation for Middle-Level Chapters: Pennsylvania offers middle-level affiliation option. This involves paying a single chapter fee that affiliates all students grade eight and below who are enrolled in a Family and Consumer Sciences course of a semester or less in length.  The chapter receives 50 copies of four Teen Times issues and membership cards, with additional cards available on request. Any student who appears on the course roster any time during the year is a member of the affiliated chapter and is eligible for participation in FCCLA national programs and for leadership positions beyond the local level. Contact your state FCCLA adviser to determine if your state is participating in the middle-level chapter affiliation program.
