· Honorary Membership is intended for an adult who has shown outstanding service on the local, state, and national levels.

· To determine the correct category for your nominee, use this checklist to compare the three service awards: Local Chapter Service Award, State Service Award and Honorary Membership Award.

· A candidate should meet all criteria listed under each category to be nominated for that award.
