STATE ASSOCIATION POLICIES 

During the 1987 State Leadership Conference, the Bylaws of Pennsylvania Association Future Homemakers of America (historical reference) were amended to allow for the formation of a State Board of Directors.  Members of the Board were given the duties of:

· Serving in an advisory capacity to the Pennsylvania FCCLA State Officers

· Assisting in determining policies and procedures

· Advising on all legal matters

· Assisting in preparation of budget prepared by the finance committee

· Assisting in determining the place and time for the State Leadership Conference and other meetings

Membership on the Board of Directors is listed in Board of Directors Policies Article III, Section 1.  The members of the Board of Directors are interested in identifying local chapter concerns and assisting local advisers.  The Board may be contacted by writing to one of the officers of the Board.  The current Board Directory is published in the annual Chapter Handbook Supplement.

PA FCCLA POLICIES

A. CRISIS PLAN Adopted August 2, 1995
1. In the event of a crisis the following person will be the spokesperson for the Pennsylvania FCCLA state association.  This is a rank order listing.  In the event the first person listed is not present proceed to the second person listed.

a. PA FCCLA State Facilitator

b. PA FCCLA Board of Directors Chairperson

c. PA FCCLA Board of Directors Vice Chairperson

2. During out-of-state events all rules and regulations apply.

3. In the event of a medical emergency, during a regional, state, or national meeting the hotel or facility’s medical emergency system and staff shall be utilized.

4. PA FCCLA staff will update a natural emergency crisis status to the Department of Education as soon as communication lines are restored.  For information concerning such a crisis, contact:

PA FCCLA EQUIPMENT POLICY Adopted March 8, 2002
Each participant is responsible for supplying the designated equipment for STAR Events.  Only those tools listed on the approved equipment/tool list may be brought to the State Leadership Conference and may only be used during the scheduled STAR Events.  In the case of knives, or any equipment that could be construed as a weapon; these articles must be in the possession of the adviser except when needed for STAR Events.

PA FCCLA REGISTRATION POLICY 

STAR Events participants must pre-register for and attend the entire State Leadership Conference to officially enter PA state STAR Events.  All attendees registered for the full conference are required to stay in the meeting hotel and register a full conference package with the hotel.

D.
PA FCCLA TECHNOLOGY POLICY
Cell phones and any other electronic equipment are not permitted at STAR Events unless they are a part of a presentation.  Any cell phones found with the student will be immediately surrendered by the student until the activity has been completed.  The student will be disqualified from the event.  Cell phones should be on silent or turned off during other sessions and activities.
E. INCLEMENT WEATHER POLICY 


Adopted March 8, 2002


The State Leadership Conference will be held unless the governor declares a state of emergency due to inclement weather conditions.  The state facilitator or designee will cancel the State Leadership Conference if the state of emergency is made prior to the start of the conference.  An attempt to reschedule the conference or reimburse the chapter will be made, however, it is not guaranteed that this will occur.  If the state of emergency is called during the conference, then each individual chapter will follow individual school district policies for trips and inclement weather.  There is no guarantee of reimbursement if a chapter would leave the conference early.

ALLOCATION OF SCHOLARSHIP MONEY Adopted March 8, 2002 

The Board of Directors shall oversee any scholarships awarded through this organization.  The Scholarship Committee of the Board of Directors shall establish guidelines for submitting, screening, selecting and maintaining scholarships.  The scholarship committee shall determine the criterion for an appropriate candidate and the maintenance of that scholarship.

The Finance Committee shall determine the financial status of scholarships and make recommendations to the Board of Directors for continuation of the designated scholarship.

CELL PHONE AND ELECTRONIC USAGE Adopted July 26, 2007 

Cell Phones and any other electronic equipment are not permitted at STAR Events unless they are a part of a presentation. Any cell phones found with the student will be immediately surrendered by the student until the activity has been completed. The student will be disqualified from the event. Cell phones should be on silent or turned off during other sessions and activities.

STATE LEADERSHIP CONFERENCE HOTEL Adopted July 26, 2007 

All students registered for the conference package for the State Leadership Conference must stay at the Conference hotel to participate in conference activities.

I. STATE OFFICER RESIGNATION 


Adopted July 26, 2007 

If a student resigns his/her state officer position, any money received for officer expenses will be refunded to the PA FCCLA. Expenses may include but are not limited to: name badge and jewelry; national, cluster and state leadership meeting expenses; USA training and other expenses paid for the officer by the organization.

J. NATIONAL OFFICER CANDIDATE 


Adopted July 26, 2007 

A state officer who has not served the maximum number of years as a state officer and who runs unsuccessfully for National FCCLA office, following their year in office, will be able to become a member of the State Executive Council as an ex-officio position. 
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
