2. Make sure that informational materials are available in the School Guidance Office or Main Office for potential members and interested faculty.

3. Share all of your chapter activities with your Administration; be sure that they are aware of your programs and service projects.

4. Encourage members to complete the Power of One Units, “Speak out for FCCLA” and “Take the Lead.”

5. Promote the organization, submit Press Releases and inform your High School Paper and local newspaper of upcoming chapter events.  

6. Encourage chapter members to tell family and friends of their involvement in FCCLA.

7. Be sure that all members have an understanding of FCCLA, encourage them to explore State and National Websites for up to date information and exciting conference previews.

8. Promote FCCLA through exciting membership drives, reward the current member who successfully recruits the most new members and recognize them through Be Part of It. State Awards that are available can be viewed on the website under the Membership page.

9. Promote FCCLA to your School Board; have STAR Events participants share their presentation with the School Board.

10. Always, remind community members, students, faculty and administration that FCCLA is “The Ultimate Leadership Experience!” and FCCLA helps members to be a part of the “Leadership Revolution.”

11. State the proper name, Family, Career and Community Leaders of America when speaking.
