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STAR Events Information Specific to Pennsylvania FCCLA

Chapters need to be aware of PA state specific information when using the national manual.  The following criteria must be met.  

1. Membership dues must be postmarked by November 30 and sent to the national office for participants to be eligible for PA state STAR Events competition.  

2. Members running for state office may participate in STAR Events in the year of their candidacy, but may not participate in the year of their term of office.

3. Substitutes’ names may be submitted until the substitution deadline as long as eligibility requirements are met, event criteria is met, membership verification is submitted, and the chapter is registered for the event.  In the event of an emergency situation, and documentation on school letterhead, signed by a school administrator, substitutions may be accepted beyond that date. This decision is at the discretion of the STAR Events Coordinator and Assistant Coordinator and decisions are final.
4. Substitutions may only be made in an event for which the chapter has registered by the deadline.  A chapter may not add an event or add students to an event after the registration deadline.

5. PA STAR Events participants pay a per person fee and register online on the State Leadership Conference page on the Registration Link at www.pafccla.org.   STAR Events registration fees are non-refundable.

6. STAR Events Lead Consultants, Room Consultants, and Evaluators also may register online at www.pafccla.org. 

7. Advisers and participants should check event registration for accuracy. No event changes will be made after the registration deadline.
8. Chapters are required to provide one evaluator and/or room consultant for every 6 STAR Events participants, adding 1 additional volunteer for numbers within increments of 6.  Chapter advisers are needed to serve as Lead Consultants.  Advisers, Assistants, and Students may not serve as Evaluators.  Administrators, Parents, Alumni, and Business Representatives may serve as Evaluators.  It takes everyone’s effort to make STAR Events possible.  All volunteer assistance that chapters can provide is appreciated and needed.

9. Three students per chapter/school may participate in Culinary Arts.  Evaluation will be a team score.

10. Only one student per chapter may participate in Pastry Arts Baking, Pastry Arts Cake Decorating, and Food and Beverage Service at the state level.

11. Pennsylvania is in the North Atlantic national region.
12. In keeping with National FCCLA procedures, Pennsylvania will post Culinary Arts Menus and Equipment Lists, Pastry Arts Baking Equipment List, and the Early Childhood theme, on the state website, (www.pafccla.org) one month before competition.

13. At the PA state competition, manuals, portfolios, and file folders will be turned in to the room consultant in the room scheduled for the event at a designated time.

14. PA FCCLA POLICY
Each participant is responsible for supplying the designated equipment for STAR Events.  Only those tools listed on the approved equipment/tool list may be brought to the State Leadership Conference and may only be used during the scheduled STAR Events.  In the case of knives, or any equipment that could be construed as a weapon; these articles must be in the possession of the advisor except when needed for STAR Events.

15. PA FCCLA POLICY 

STAR Events participants must pre-register for and attend the entire State Leadership Conference to officially enter PA state STAR Events.  All attendees registered for the full conference are required to stay in the meeting hotel and register a full conference package with the hotel.

PA FCCLA POLICY
Cell Phones and any other electronic equipment are not permitted at STAR Events unless they are a part of a presentation.  Any cell phones found with the student will be immediately surrendered by the student until the activity has been completed.  The student will be disqualified from the event.  Cell phones should be on silent or turned off during other sessions and activities.
16. SELECTION OF NATIONAL TEAM
Members earning the highest score in each national event/category will be invited to represent Pennsylvania in the National STAR Events program. No funding is available from Pennsylvania FCCLA for participation and local chapters/schools must assume the responsibility for funding participation. 

If an individual/team earning the top score cannot attend National Leadership Conference, the next highest score will be invited to take their place. Only the student(s) who participate in the STAR Event at State Leadership Conference are eligible to participate at the national level.    Substitutions within chapters cannot be made in individual or team events named to the National STAR Events team.
To be able to participate in the national STAR Events, participants are required to stay at one of the official convention hotels.  STAR Events participants attending the National Leadership Conference and not staying at one of the official convention hotels will not be permitted to compete in national STAR Events.  Pennsylvania registers the delegation at one of the official convention hotels.

17. FCCLA members with disabilities as properly identified by a certified psychologist or physician and having an Individualized Education Plan (I.E.P.) will be reasonably accommodated in FCCLA regional, state, and national events.  Any competitive events will be modified to provide an equal competitive opportunity.  Such members may be allowed to provide and utilize special equipment that FCCLA may not be able to provide.

Requests for reasonable accommodations should be made in writing, with a description of the handicap, along with any specific needs stated, to the State Facilitator and returned by the regional or state conference registration form deadline. For national events, the request must be returned 90 days prior to the start of the national meeting.

Make sure students are affiliated in the Occupational category to participate in the Pennsylvania state only Culinary events.
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
