4. Need to clean up your old resume and get experience to enter the work force?  Try the Job Interview event!  Participants prepare a portfolio and have a mock-interview for their presentation.

5. Did your chapter involve specific national program criteria in creating a project for your community?  Then you can participate in the National Programs in Action Event!

6.  Are you interested in learning how communication can help you in everyday life?  In Interpersonal Communications, you create a project to strengthen communication in your community, jobs, relationships, family, peer groups or school.

Remember: There are events for all your project ideas.  If there is something you are passionate about, there is a STAR Event that it can be used in.  Special events exist for occupational students involved in childcare, food service, hospitality, or culinary arts programs.
