STAR EVENTS: 

TIPS AND TRICKS FOR A STELLAR PRESENTATION

· Get started early- don’t wait until the last minute to prepare. 
· Make a plan- think about how long it will take to create and perfect each element of your presentation (poster, script, written documents etc.)
· Use the FCCLA Planning Process- use it to organize your thoughts.  It makes a great checklist once you’ve finished preparing and it has to go on some of the poster displays anyway.
· Review the guidelines for your event- be sure that you have all the correct papers and that everything on your display is within the boundaries.  You don’t want to loose points for forgetting little details.

· Make your project memorable- Make sure your display is exciting and pleasing to look at.  Try to jazz up your script so that the judges will stay interested.
· Show passion in your presentation- show the judges that not only do you know the material, but you feel strongly about project.
· Learn the facts- even if the information won’t be in your presentation, know it.  The judges may ask you questions afterwards and you should be prepared for whatever they throw at you.
· Relax- sometimes it seems overwhelming and competition might stress you out, but you should have be proud of how hard you worked and enjoy the results.
